Building –

Built in 1915 as a “traveler’s hotel” of three and four course brick with 12” concrete floors

Completely renovated from 2000 to 2003 (see attached document)

New HVAC system designed by Trane:

Trane computer controlled system
Upper two floors have registers with custom designed covers



A four pipe system installed in plastered walls

Three closed circuit television cameras with digital recorder

Fully fire alarmed
Separate alarm system for restaurant area

New roof installed

              Original skylights (2) replaced with new custom made skylights
              Front of building restored to match original photographs

Interior residential doors custom fabricated in Canada with Knoll Imago inserts

All new electrical and plumbing installed
Living Room (third floor east):


Gas burning Fireplace


Built in banquets with two marble topped tables on the east and southeast sides of room

Custom made floor to ceiling cabinet with French antique shell and brass doors

Door to outside balcony running down east side of building to master bath area

Drapery across east side, front windows
              Custom lighting here and through out 

Guest bath (third floor):

Original raised tile floor.

Kitchen (third floor south side):


All cabinets built by David Polivka.  Recycled cypress wood (from Speas Vinegar vats) was used           
In kitchen as well as many other areas in home


Slate countertops

LaCanache four- burner gas stove with custom hood

Bar area with bar sink and Scotsman icemaker and refrigerator

Custom granite farm sink

Shallow stainless steel prep sink with disposal and reverse osmosis water system

GE refrigerator, freezer

Two Fisher & Pakyel dishwasher drawers

Pantry (third floor):

Bosch washer and dryer


Trash compactor

Master Bedroom (third floor west):


Built in shelf on south side

West side all glass and steel doors opening onto a small outside balcony

Ceiling to floor drapery on west side
Master Bathroom (third floor).


Built- in closets on two sides with grid wall closet system and custom folding doors

Custom cypress cabinet with tile top

Entire bath area is a wet room with rain shower shower  head

Custom double glass sink

Separate his and her toilet rooms
Media Room/Office (second floor):


Wall to wall carpet

Dropped ceiling for ease of running cable for media equipment

Small halogen ceiling spots

Two built-in storage cabinets with shelving (one for media equipment)

Installed 42” plasma television with surround sound

Small half-bath adjacent in hallway
Storage room (second floor):


Locking large storage area with shelving

Separate cedar closet
Guest quarters/office (second floor rear):


Full bathroom with shower


Two large, fitted closets

Large counter area with sink and small refrigerator

Three deep masonry built-in cypress shelves with bottom drawers
Roof Room (fourth floor on roof):


One slatted redwood wall and three sides of floor to ceiling glass

Custom drapes on glass walls
Redwood floor extending to redwood outside decks (great view of the new Performing Art Center and the city in all directions)
Custom neon installation in ceiling as well as in windows in elevator shaft by artist Cork Marcheschi
Elevator (north side of building):


Four stop residential elevator by Stair Glide

First floor stop offering enclosed secure access to garage area

Second floor stop has HVAC (for elevator shaft and roof room) and storage area
Garage:


Entry from alley through double automatic garage door

Fully lighted and has it own HVAC system

Direct enclosed secure access to elevator
Rental loft (second floor front):


Two rooms (1200 square feet) with full kitchen and bathroom with shower

Laundry area with washer and dryer
Twenty-five space parking lot (well maintained)

First Floor:  Restaurant (1924 Main)

Basement: Speakeasy bar (Manefesto)

Restaurant prep kitchen with large walk-in cooler and freezer
Secure storage area in rear and boiler/air handler room
